SIP Visit
A SIP, School Improvement Partner, is an independent person who we invite into school to provide, amongst other things, an external view on the schools teaching and performance.
This year we have engaged the services of Steve Palin, an ex-teacher and head teacher with over 30 years of education experience.
Steve spent the day in school before half term meeting with Mrs Griffiths and completing learning walks with all classes.
Following his visit several of the governors met up with Steve to discuss his initial thoughts.
In true teacher style, key words he mentioned were:

I am very pleased to say his overall impression of the school was “excellent”.
When talking about the children he commented…..
“All children were engaged”
“No poor behaviour”
“Purposeful talking”
Children were confident and articulate – good level of language used”

When talking about the teachers and teaching he commented….
“Neat/orderly classrooms and displays”
“Commitment and planning of the teachers reflected in the lessons”
“Good use of space in the school for intervention activities”
“Very rich curriculum”

When talking about the school….
“Well resourced”
“Very welcoming”
“Data and performance excellent”

As parents we should be very proud of the impression our children left on Steve during his visit.
It is also right to acknowledge the commitment of the teaching and non-teaching staff to help make the school the place it is.
Steve will return later in the year to complete another review of the school.

Behaviour Questionnaire
Last term we provided you with the opportunity to give us your views on behaviour and safety in school. At the same time we also asked the children, with your support, to give us their views.
Of the 151 families in school we received responses from 27.
